    Held October 24, 2008
   Minutes of the Regular Meeting

The meeting of the Airport Board, held at City Hall Council Chambers was called to order October 24, 2008 at 8:00 at AM by Chairman Jim Matson.  Present were Board members Jim Matson, Bob Steen, Sandy Luers, Tom Youtz and Dale Parkhurst.  City Staff present were Airport Manager Bill Urbigkit, Airport Division Manager Paul Griffin and Public Works Secretary Rosie Albright.  Guests present were Great Lakes RIW Station Manager Michelle Carroll. 

Approval of Minutes of September 26, 2008
Chairman Matson entertained a motion to approve the Minutes of September 26, 2008.
Board member Youtz moved to approve the minutes as presented and Board member Luers seconded the motion.
Enplanement Numbers
Mr. Urbigkit, Airport Manager said that in the Airport packet is the latest report for the month ending of September.  The September Enplanement report reflects an increase of 6% compared to the previous year.
Chairman Matson said that he looks forward to that day when enplanements exceed 20,000.

Airport Manager, Bill Urbigkit stated that the presentation was not available.



















Construction Update

Airport Division Manager Paul Griffin updated the board concerning the construction project at the Airport.  He explained that the concrete and asphalt work should be complete by the end of the day.   Painting is complete on runways and taxiways in which glass beads were applied for night-time reflection.  All markings on the runway are now correct. Electricians are scheduled to finish the lighting.  In the mean time temporary reflectors will be used.  Fog seal was applied to the main runway and the Cross Wind runway.   The Alpha 1taxiway was widened and strenghtened and now will be able to accomidate a 737 plane.  
Airport Manager Mr. Urbigkit said that the Sub
 Contractor Arrow Painting hired Allan Sinner Photography to take photos of the completed project for their purposes to promote their work.  Mr. Urbigkit displayed some of Alan Sinner’s photographs that emphasized the painted markings.
Mr. Urbigkit stated that he was pleased with the completed project and the professionalism of the contractor.  He explained that the contractors stayed on task and exceeded their time schedule.

 




Lease UPdate – Gary Matthews
Airport Manager Mr. Urbigkit stated that in the Airport packet is the legal description of the map showing the site that Gary Matthews is requesting to lease for hangar construction. The size requested is 70 X 70 and would be located between the new T-hangars and the old T-hangars.  He asked the board for authorization to move ahead to approve the lease for construction.  

The board discussed congestion areas and solutions to remedy the issue.  Mr. Urbigkit said that the proposed hangar 

wouldn’t affect existing congested problems.
Board member Steen recommended that Airport Manager Bill Urbigkit  move forward on the approval of the lease.  Board member Youtz seconded the motion.  All members were in agreement


Mr. Urbigkit stated that he anticipates another hangar proposal from Stallion.  The size requested is 100 X 100 and will be located north east of the Nucor hangar.
Board member
 Youtz requested that all hangars be color oriented and preferred the off white color.
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Other Items

Airport Division Manager, Paul Griffin welcomed members to take a tour of the completed construction project.

Great Lakes RIW Station Manager Michelle Carroll commented that she was happy that the ramp is open.  She said that her reports shows availability of Brazilias for the month of December.  Sunday will go back to the three regular flights per day.  Worland’s Airport is now open and the Lewiston flight will be cancelled.
Airport Manager Bill Urbigkit commented on a security breech issue.  Michelle Carroll said that since the breech was addressed (passengers were rescreeened) the plane did not take off unsecured.
Mr. Urbigkit commented that the reduced fuel prices should help the Aviation Industry.
Board member Steen said that the economy throughout the country is bad and should be a concern for the Board and the City of Riverton.
